The late Dr. Salm was a lifelong feminist, founding member of PSNOW, and an outspoken Coachella
Valley community leader. She viewed education as the primary method for enhancing personal
growth and developing self worth in people. Although Barbara died in 1991, those who follow in her
footsteps carry on her courage and commitment to women'’s rights. The Palm Springs Area Chapter
of NOW is honored to pay tribute to her memory and legacy through this scholarship.

The National Organization for Women was founded in 1966 and is the largest multi-issue, feminist,
progressive women'’s rights advocacy organization in the country. The Palm Springs Area Chapter of
NOW began in 1980. NOW is dedicated to making legal, political, social and economic changes in
our society in order to achieve our goal. Our goal is to eliminate discrimination, and harassment in
the workplace, schools, the justice system, and all other sectors of society; secure abortion, birth
control, and reproductive rights for all women; end all forms of violence against women eradicate
racism, sexism, and homophobia; and promote equality and justice for all people.

Two scholarships of $1,500 each will be awarded to qualified recipients in the Coachella Valley
and surrounding areas who have met or are about to meet requirements for graduating from
secondary school, including G.E.D. equivalency. Applicants must be pursuing an academic degree
from an accredited institution of higher learning. This scholarship is designed to provide financial
assistance to further the educational development of persons aspiring to become more effective
feminists. They must also demonstrate a commitment to furthering the cause of women'’s rights.
Applicants must express a strong and unequivocal pro choice philosophy and support a women'’s
right to a safe, legal abortion. In addition, they must also support the right of gay and lesbian
people to legally marry the person of their choice. Scholarships will be awarded in March 2011 in
conjunction with NOW’s Women'’s History Month Celebration.

COMMITMENT TO WOMENS’ RIGHTS: Demonstrated commitment
in her/his personal philosophy and actions to furthering the cause of
women'’s rights, feminist values, reproductive choice including the right
to a safe, legal abortion. Candidates must demonstrate by life
experience, knowledge, history and background of the women'’s rights
movement, a continuing commitment to feminism. The applicant must
express a strong commitment to progressive issues, including, but not
limited to, abortion rights and the rights of lesbian, gay, bi-sexual, and
transgendered (LGBT) people to marry the person of their choice.

. FINANCIAL NEED: Candidate’s individual or family financial need

including a statement on family income and financial situation.

. WORK AND COMMUNITY ACTIVITY: Evidence of work and

community activities outside of the school environment, with emphasis
on activism is strongly encouraged.
